like Minnesota with
hundreds of lakes dotting the
mostly flat landscape.
Helsinki itself was described
by a friend who had traveled
extensively throughout the
region as being a mix of
Russia, Germany, and
Sweden. Having never been
to any of these countries |
anticipated simple
architecture, block like
buildings, gray weather, and
intensely dark bread. This is
exactly what | found.

Later in the day | met with
my Finnish hosts and the
other festivals and producers
from England, France,
Canada, and Australia that
had been invited. Our group
of about twenty navigated
the Helsinki train system to
the theater to see several
performances. The first
(which shall remain nameless
to protect whatever
reputation they may have)
was highlighted by a female
performer breaking and
eating glass while her
colleague juggled bowling
pins. OK, | am pretty open
minded but come on. | had
high hopes for Race Horse
Company which followed
with a performance of Petit

Mal, a piece that has
generated so much
enthusiasm it has already
been booked for a tour
throughout Europe this
summer and fall. Battling
fatigue, | mostly enjoyed the
performance which
ingeniously used truck tires,
a trampoline, giant yoga
balls, and Elvis
impersonators. The audience
(I think I was the only
American) leapt to its feet
and cheered at the
conclusion. | politely clapped
thinking to myself “I’'m not
sure how this would go in
the U.S. and, dang, | need to
go to sleep.” Not to be.

A dinner for all the foreign
visitors had been arranged
that evening (the food was

excellent), and | found myself
next to a visiting professor of

theater and circus at the
University of Helsinki. She
was from Melbourne,
Australia, and she raved
about the performance of

Petit Mal (not so much about

the glass eaters). Lengthy
discussions over dinner
turned to American tastes
(somewhat provincial), the
American touring market
(rich), what’s adventurous

and what is too safe to make
a difference. It was
fascinating to hear how the
American arts landscape is
viewed from the outside.

The trip home was
uneventful although | did get
a kick out of the in-seat video
monitor that traced the flight
back to New York. As we
approached the U.S,,
Finnair’s map showed several
major cities as reference
points...New
York...Atlanta...and Abilene.
